Plan last updated on February 2021 [Version 3.2]

Nearly all emergencies affecting communities will be dealt with routinely by joint
response of the emergency services, local authorities and the major utilities.
However, there may be occasions when circumstances, such as storm damage or
deep snow, delay the arrival of outside assistance, and the community will need to
help itself.

This Plan aims to provide a framework to cope with emergencies affecting the
Parish and community of Longwick-cum-limer, when outside assistance from the
emergency services and local authorities is delayed.

The main objective of the Plan is to establish an Emergency Management and Activation
Team that can:

a Identify the risks to the community and take action to mitigate them
o Identify vulnerable people in the community and develop plans to assist/protect them
o Identify resources in the community available to assist during an emergency

a Provide key contact details for the Emergency Management and Activation Team, Key
Community Resources, the Emergency Services and Local Authorities

The secondary objective is to reasonably regularly review the plan and amend it to bring
it up to date.

Instructions Tick
1 | Ensure you are in no immediate danger
2 | Call 999 (if require police, ambulance etc)

3 | Contact other members of the Emergency Management and Activation
Team and members of the community that need to be alerted including:
a) Those specifically at risk
b) Volunteers and key holders where appropriate

4 | If necessary, call a meeting of the Emergency Management and Activation
Team but ensure the venue is safe and people can get there safely

Notification of an Incident

If you become aware of a serious incident happening or threatening to develop,
remember to take down and pass on the following information:

e Your name, your contact telephone number, your address / location
e Full details of the incident as far as you are able to ascertain without putting

yourself at risk
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Exact location of incident

Emergency Services requested
Estimated human and/or animal casualties (if any)
Hazards and road blockages
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
